Procedures 52: Suggestions for Panoramic Shots
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These are some notes on how to take photographs which are then stitched together using photo-stitching software, such as PanaVue Assembler.

· Decide what you want as the center of the panorama, and then start 180 degrees away from it (if a 360 panorama) so it comes out that way

· Make a note if the wide angle is used or not, for lens correction

· Shoot holding camera vertically, so more area is in shot

· Have two clear objects or points that overlap from one shot to the next

· Keep the top of the frame of the shot parallel to the horizon, not the tell or the scene being shot

· In PanaVue Image Assembler, use the one flag system, and save the final result once as a JPG with compression of 1 and once as an uncompressed TIFF
