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Just as in the Service wing, here,
too, we enter through a breach in the
wall. The blue arrow shows the projec-
tion of a possible entrance to the For-
mal wing. The few rooms excavated so
far seem to correspond to the reception
suite, where the king would receive
important visitors.

1 — Originally with a white pave-
ment and white plaster on the walls,
and with a drain, this was probably a
room for freshening up
