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Around 2150 B.C. the Palace was abandoned. It was as if it had gone
to sleep, because we can see no trace of violent destruction. And so it came
to be overlaid by the activities of people who came in the following centu-
ries. First (2150-1900 B.C.), this became an open area, where among other
things the dead were buried in simple shafts. Then (about 1900-1700 B.C.)
there were semi-industrial installations like pottery kilns, from which came
the large dumps you see in section. This was followed (about 1700-1500
B.C.) by built-up graves in the shape of small houses which you see
shrouded in front of you. Finally, after a massive brickfall, this area devel-
oped into the main service quarter for the Temple.
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
