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The control rooms

The two rooms A7 and C7 are
very small and with three doors
each. They are clearly meant for
some more specific purpose than
the other activity areas of the Pal-
ace.

We assume that they served as
control rooms, i.e., as places where
guards could check who was enter-
ing the innermost parts of the ser-
vice wing, sectors A and C.

This is indicative of how well
designed the entire building was,
and how highly structured the dif-
ferent functional areas within it
had been planned.
