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The first archaeologist to
work at Tell Mozan was Max
Mallowan. He came in 1934
with his wife, Agatha Christie,
and made three soundings. From
these, he concluded that this was
a Roman site, and went on to
excavate at Chaghar Bazar.

(The attribution to Roman
times was an understandable
mistake, because it was Mal-
lowan himself who would estab-
lish the ceramic sequence for the
region from his later excava-
tions. — We know about their
days in Mozan from a few pages
in Agatha’s autobiographical
Come, Tell Me How You Live.)

From Mallowan’s unpub-
lished notes (now at the British
Museum) we have been able to
pinpoint the places where he dug
on the tell. One is the small de-
pression still visible in front of
you.
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
