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First Year
· Hands-on experience with tools in the field

· Begin to develop a sense of stratigraphy

· Object Descriptions (but not routing)

· Understanding logs in field: q, qi, i, f

· Triangulation measurements in field

· Entering logs and object descriptions into computers

· Making templates if familiar with computers/freehand

· Spend ½ to ¾ time in field, rest in house working on computer or objects

· Aggregates

· Drawing sections and daily sketch

· Plots
· Run program JD
Second Year

· Firm up sense of stratigraphy and begin to develop, articulate and describe strategy

· Taking views with photographer

· Learn to communicate with and relate to workmen to some extent

· Organize work in one square in particular
· Learn to write and enter daily notes (both –dy and dy)

· Feature descriptions with Type of Contact

· Stratigraphy journal and –i, rest of journal inc Specific Labels, Zero, Trace etc.

· Type of Contact / Harris Matrix
· Organize Stratigraphy and work in 2 squares or more

· Communicate adequately with workmen, being in charge in field for up to 2 hours

· Run programs, R E O G X
Third Year: You should be ready to be a #1, where you delegate all of the above, concentrating on the real stratigraphic problems of the unit, spot checking the work of the others in the unit, always ready to lend a hand where it is needed but letting people make mistakes and then correcting them instead of stepping in and doing everything yourself, but primarily focused on making your stratigraphy as clear, correctly excavated and well explained as possible. You should also have fixed in your mind the browser edition as the tangible goal of the season, and begin to write some of the synthetic components. You are the one who is ultimately responsible, and you are responsible not to us or to the university or the government, but to History itself – what you are doing can never be undone, and can never be redone.
