Procedures 38: Restore Image System on Client Computer
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How to image new system on client computer.

A. System was already in AD

1.
Start computer, insert WinPE-CD, boot from CD, wait until boot process is finished, answer question “start network?” with yes, assign IP or get IP via DHCP. Open program-menu on top of display, choose programs  NU-menue  programs  drive image 2002 driveimage2002

2.
Choose “Image wiederherstellen”, open image file. The appropriate file should be on the local d-drive, its name should be “computername-ad.pqi”. If not, assign drive letter to a network share, where image files are stored and choose the appropriate file. Choose destination for image, usually the old c-drive. Go to options, uncheck “Sektorcheck auslassen”, check “Schreibzugriff ueberpruefen”, “Imagedatei ueberpruefen”. Confirm all questions with yes, wait until imaging process ist finished.

3.
Restart computer, system should be restored. Use Partition Magic to unhide partitions in case Drive Image has hidden all partitions except c-drive.

(If a computer gives an error message when trying to access the domain, change locally to a workgroup, remove the computer name from AD on server, give new SID locally, put back in domain, add computer back into AD on server)

B. System is new

1.
Do steps A 1-2, choose template file instead of file with computername. Dual CPU computers require template for dual processors or a full repair installation to recognize second CPU (see step 4).

2.
Restart computer. If systems starts up, proceed with step 5.

3.
If system does not start, boot into safe mode. You see windows loading drivers until system stalls or crashes or restarts. Remember the driver loaded at this very moment e.g. “MUP.sys”. Restart computer, boot recovery console, choose the windows to log on to, enter admin-pass, type “disable MUP”. MUP is the name of the driver that caused windows to not start. Type “exit” and restart. If system starts normally, proceed with step 5.

4.
If this does not work, insert Windows-CD and boot from CD. Do a full repair installation using the repair console. Restart, boot into windows, install drivers for all devices windows did not recognize. Restart system.

5.
Use newsid.exe to apply new SID and new computername. Restart. 

(If the computer name was already in the system but the computer needed a new SID, first delete computer name from AD on server, then rename and give new SID to client, reboot, then add a new computer with the old name to the AD on the server)

6.
Log on using local admin-pass, open system from control panel. Go to network identification  choose join domain  “urkesh.com”  enter urkesh-admin pass, confirm with yes, restart. Log on to domain, start Microsoft Office, wait until installer finishes. Provide files from CD or network mapping in case installer asks. Log on to system with domain-user account. Run programs in start menu. Adjust file permission setting in case program refuses to start. Chkdsk and defrag all local drives. 

7.
Create new image using drive image, and check image when done. Image file should reside on both local drive and network server. If drive image reports an error saying corrupt or unreadable image, then redo imaging process writing to a network mapped drive.
