The wall in front of you was built around
2600 B.C. It encased the terrace that sloped up
to the temple you see in the distance. It re-
mained in use for over 1000 years. In the last
centuries of Urkesh (1500 to 1200 B.C.) the
plaza was filled in, and the effect was lost —

much as it is lost today. In order to recapture
the original perception of this vast sacred space,
you are invited to walk down the steps on your
left to the level of the ancient plaza.
