Projecting
the Palace

From this panoramic vista
point you have both a visual and a
conceptual overview of the Palace of
Tupkish, built around 2250 B.C.

But the excavations have
brought to light only a portion of the
full Palace —the service wing in its
entirety (to the left) and a small por-
tion of the residential and adminis-
trative sectors (to you right). Also,
the northern portion of the Palace
remains unexcavated.

In the distance to your right you see a yellow metal corner that
marks the projected northeastern corner of the Palace. This gives you
an idea of how much more there is to do in the coming years, if we
want to expose the rest of the Palace...
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
