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This is the highest point on the mound, more than
25 meters above the plain level (and almost 500 m above
sea level). From here, you have a good view of the limits
of the Outer City. The city had an oval shape, about 1.5
km in length and 1 km in width. It was one of the largest
Syrian cities of the third millennium B.C..
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
