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Conservation
and reconstruction

The notion of conservation extends
sometimes to include reconstruction.
Conservation means to preserve and
protect the monuments as they are when
first found. Reconstruction, on the other
hand, means to rebuild the way things
were, but with modern materials. At
Mozan, we maintain the important dis-
tinction that obtains between the two, as
you see documented especially in this
part of the excavations.

The system is still in flux, and you
will notice several variations. There are
also discrepancies in relationship to the
synthetic panel to your right: we will
harmonize our pages when everything is
complete.

In the Palace, all exposed mudbrick
walls are reconstructions of ancient walls
that have totally disappeared, including
the foundations.

Shelters without side covers protect
those portions of the perimetral walls of
which only the stone foundations and
lower courses are still extant.

Partition walls of which only the
stone foundations are left are left uncov-
ered, with only a white outline.

Finally, shelters with canvas or burlap
side panels protect the walls of which we
still have mudbrick portions.

The color green identifies the service
wing of the Palace, and stripes identity,
even from a distance, the reconstructed
walls.
