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Welcome to Tell Mozan, ancient Urkesh.

One of the major archaeological sites in the
Jezirah, it was an important religious and political
center of ancient Syria from about 4000 B.C. until
1300 B.C.

On the High Mound you will be able to visit a
monumental Temple complex that was at the center
of the city throughout its history, and a Royal
Palace of the 23 century B.C.

A number of signs will assist in making your
visit profitable and enjoyable at the same time.

The rise in front of you hides the ancient city
wall, marked on the map by the outer red line. It
encloses an area of about 130 hectares.

Syrian law protects this and all archaeological
areas. From this point on, within the perimeter
shown with a dotted line, any type of excavation,
construction or other invasive activities are
rigorously forbidden by Syrian law..

The same Syrian law also forbids removing
anything from the site, even the smallest pottery
sherd. Any infraction is punished very severely.
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
